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For the season of Advent, we will go 

on a journey of exploration of the 

incarnation of Jesus Christ.  What 

does it mean that Jesus is fully hu-

man and fully divine?  What does it 

mean in the great Christmas hymn 

by Charles Wesley, “Hark the Her-

alds Sing,” “veiled in the flesh the 

Godhead see; hail the incarnate 

Deity, pleased with us in the flesh 

to dwell, Jesus our Immanuel?” 

 

When the early church began to 

celebrate the birth of Jesus in the 

Fourth Century, they also struggled 

with those questions.  As a result, 

they crafted “The Nicene Creed.” 

This statement of Christian faith 

dates back to that time, providing a 

rich and timeless framework to help 

us understand the profound truth of 

Jesus’ incarnation. 

 

As we move through Advent, we will 

let the Nicene Creed guide us as we 

travel to discover “Who Jesus Is?” 

 

As we move into the heart of the 

Nicene Creed, we proclaim our faith 

in Jesus’ incarnation with the 

words: “and was incarnate by the 

Holy Spirit of the virgin Mary and 

was made man.”  These words en-

capsulate the miracle of the Christ-

mas story, where the eternal Word 

becomes flesh, dwelling among us. 

 

As we light the Advent candles each 

week, let us be reminded of the pro-

found humility and love that led 

God to take on human form, enter-

ing into our broken world to bring 

redemption and salvation.
